Mop up carefully and collect in non-metal container. Small spill: Flush down drain with plenty of running water.  Large spills: Treat as follows-

Disposal:
In fume hood,add sulfide waste to solution of 1M Ferric Chloride in 3-fold excess w/stirring until precipitation complete.Neutralize w/sodium bicarbonate.Decant neutralized liquid & flush to
drain w/extra H20.Dry precipitate & dispose as haz.waste according to federal,state & local regs.
